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Reflections on the Readings of

January 7th

Today we celebrate the feast of the Epiph-
any. This is the arrival of the wise men from
. the east bringing gifts of gold, frankincense
| and myrrh. They were directed to the place
where Jesus was by a star that they discov-
ered and followed from their own country.
We see this as an invitation to the gentile
community to join the Jews in the celebration
of the coming of the Messiah. This shows that Christ came for the sal-
vation of all people. Christ confirms this after his resurrection when he
tells his apostles to baptize all nations.

These magi followed a light which led them to the Christ
child. Jesus often referred to himself as the light of the world. We are
given a light to follow in each of our lives that will lead us to God.
Sometimes this light is obstructed by the things of this world or by
temptation and sin. At our baptism we received a candle which symbol-
ized the light of Christ in our life. This light must be kept burning
brightly in our daily lives so that our journey here on earth is made eas-
ier and more joyful. When we use this light as we live each day, we can
avoid many of the stumbling blocks and pitfalls which the material
world puts in our path. Light frees us by showing us the reality around
us and gives us more good options. Without light to maneuver by we
must live in fear of the unknown.

We can experience God’s light only imperfectly in this world. In
heaven we hope to take in the full glory of God in perfect light. Jesus
tells us that we can’t even imagine how spectacular that will be since
nothing in this world can compare to it. This marvelous existence will
be never ending. This is why it is so important to seek out that light in
our everyday lives through prayer and awareness of the sacredness in
others. These glimpses of God’s heavenly light are like the star that led
the three kings to the Christ Child and will lead us to our final destina-
tion.

LOSING WEIGHT:
A Family Affair

Your kids have many good habits: they pick up their clothes off the floor
- after the first warning - and even walk the dog without being asked. But
some of their habits concern you, like the fact that they guzzle soda or watch
too much TV.

Worried that these behaviors are affecting your child’s weight? Then con-
sider changing your ways - as a family.

SET THE TABLE FOR BETTER HEALTH
If you think your child may be overweight, it’s best to talk to your child’s
doctor before putting him on a diet. In fact, you shouldn’t try to limit the
amount of food your child eats. Instead, provide healthier foods in smaller
servings, and let your child eat more if he is still hungry.
These are additional changes in the kitchen that can benefit the whole
family:
1. Make breakfast a family meal. If your child skips it, she’s more likely to
pick less healthy choices later in the day.
2. Squeeze out the juice. Although healthy, fruit juice is high in calories.
Offer low-fat milk or water instead.
3. Stock healthier snacks in the pantry. These include raisins, canned fruit
and peanut butter on whole-wheat crackers.
