   The gospel story of Doubting Thomas is a favorite of so many believ-
ers. We all have doubts about things that challenge how we think. Tho-
mas is our twin. We often need powerful experiences that take our 
knowledge to a new level. Our lack of faith keeps us from the peace 
that the risen Christ offers the world. Our lack of peace today around 
the world is centered on our disbelief that we are brothers and sisters. 
The majority of the world is made up of two groups that have a com-
mon root. Christians and Muslims have the same Jewish roots in Abra-
ham. Yet, the slaughter we see today can be seen in their lack of seeing 
that we are all the sons and daughters of Abraham. Our doubts rob the 
world of the peace that the Easter message holds for all time.

Everything changes after going through 
the Easter Experience. Sorrow changes 
to joy. Hope springs forth from doubt. 
Fear is transformed into faith. Death be-
comes  life. We stop repenting and fast-

ing  and join together in celebration. Jesus Christ is risen! 
We are the beneficiaries of the love and sacrifice of our Sav-
ior. His rising from the dead is our rising to life from the 
ashes of sin and despair. We no longer need to fear death be-
cause of the promise of everlasting life from one who has 
risen from the grave. Humanity has been changed forever.  
 
   In today’s Gospel, Thomas becomes a believer after having 
doubted the testimony of the others. He sees Jesus face to 
face. Jesus tells us that we are even more fortunate than Tho-
mas because we have been given the gift of faith even though 
we have never seen him. To be able to believe because we 
know in our hearts that Jesus is real, is a wonderful gift that 
gives everything meaning in our lives. Suffering now is 
something that we can accept and use for the betterment of 
all, just as Jesus did. 
 
   Also found in today’s Gospel account is the institution of 
the sacrament of reconciliation. This is a gift that Jesus left 
us so that, whenever we get off track, we can always come to 
him through this sacrament and get a brand new start. All of 
our sins are forgiven and paid for by his passion and death. 
God loves us so much that he uses the sufferings of His son 
as payment for our sins. Love like this is not found in the 
world we live in. God’s love is so far above human love that 
we cannot even fathom the magnitude of it. Let us rejoice 
and be glad for the favor that God shows to his beloved peo-
ple. We are commanded to love one another as God has 
loved us. That is a very tall order that we can only strive to 
accomplish. We must, however, spend our whole lives in 
pursuit of that goal.

Healthy Cooking Quiz 
     How sharp are your skills? 

1 Adding salt to the water when boil-

ing food speeds up cooking. 

A. TRUE      B. FALSE 

Correct answer; B. 

While salt can slightly increase the 
temperature at which water boils, it 
doesn’t affect the time it takes to 
cook food. What it does add is un-
needed sodium, which may contrib-
ute to blood pressure issues.  
   Another reason to pass on the salt: 
It draws water out of plant cells and 
can make some vegetables mushy. It 
can also make Legumes (beans and 
peas) tough.  
 

2. Which statement is true about 

using herbs to enhance your meals? 

A. You can substitute dried herbs for 
fresh herbs in equal amounts.  
B. Don’t crush dried or fresh herbs. 
C. Add fresh herbs toward the end of 
cooking.  

Correct answer: C 

 For a final burst of flavor and 
color, add fresh herbs toward the end 
of cooking. They enhance flavor 
without fat or salt.  
   When substituting dried herbs for 
fresh herbs, use about one-third the 
amount. Add half the herbs in the 
earlier stages of cooking, to allow 
them to interact with the other ingre-
dients. Add the rest toward the end 
for fresher flavor.  
 

3. To reduce calories in baked 

goods, how much sugar can you cut 

out of the recipe? 

A. One-quarter      B.  One-half 
C. You can omit all of the sugar. 
D. You  can’t reduce sugar in a rec-
ipe without it affecting the taste. 

Correct answer: B 

 In most baked goods, you can 
leave out half the amount of sugar the 
recipe calls for without it signifi-
cantly affecting texture or taste. But 

because sugar increases moisture 
in baked goods, make sure you 
use at least 1/4 cup of sugar, 
honey or molasses for every cup 
of flour. Leaving out 1/2 cup of 
sugar cuts about 360 calories from 
the entire recipe.  
 

4. Which of the following is olive 

oil best suited for? 

A. Stir-fry dishes   B. Salad dress. 
C. Sautéing    D. All of the above. 
Correct answer: B 

Olive oil is best suited for salad 
dressings, marinates and sauces 
due to its rich flavor. It can also 
work for sautéing as long as you 
use moderate heat.  
 Most olive oils aren't suited for 
cooking at high temperatures—
such as stir-frying - because they 
have a low smoke point. This is 
the point at which, when heated, 
the oil begins to smoke, smell bit-
ter and give an unpleasant flavor 
to food. Peanut oil, soybean oil 
and safflower oil, which have high 
smoke points are better choices 
for stir frying. 
 

5. Which of these foods cooks 

poorly on a grill? 

A. Eggplant   B. Peaches 
C. Peppers  D. None of the 
above 

Correct answer: D 

Eggplant, peaches and peppers all 
cook well on a grill. In fact, you 
can grill most fruits and vegeta-
bles. The key for grilling fruits 
and vegetables is low heat.  Coals 
are ready when you hold your 
hand about 5 inches above the 
heat for about five seconds. Try 
using a nonstick grate, or spray a 
clean grate with nonstick spray 
before lighting the grill. 
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
