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National Directory
For Catechesis

In May 2005 the new National Di-
rectory for Catechesis was published.
The catechists and I will be studying
it during the next year. A “directory
“is different from a “catechism,” it is
not intended to be a summary of
Catholic doctrine, but instead is writ-
ten to help bring about a proper un-
derstanding of the nature and purpose
of catechesis...taking into account the
recipients of catechesis and their so-
cial conditions.

In the Introduction to the NDC it
states that the Second Vatican Coun-
cil called for the renewal of cateche-
sis. This call resulted in the publica-
tion of many significant universal
Church documents. Two of them be-
ing the Cate-
chism of the
Catholic Church
in 1992 and the
General Direc-
tory of Cateche-
sis in 1997.

These documents intended for the
whole Church have served as the in-
spiration and foundation for our own
national catechetical directory. The
National Directory for Catechesis, an
official document of the United
States Conference of Catholic Bish-
ops, is intended primarily for those
who have responsibility for cateche-
sis in dioceses, parishes, and schools:
but all those who participate in the
Church’s mission to proclaim the
Gospel will find it useful. The guide-
lines in the NDC are aimed at the
continued renewal of catechesis in
the United States, and set forth the
nature, purpose, aims, tasks, basic
content, and methodologies of cate-
chesis.
